4. Entry is only open to BAHS members and entry fees are £5. Young handler 
     class entries are free.

5. All entries to be received by Bridget Hope by Friday 21st June 2024,    	   	         	
     which is the final closing date.

6. No animals will be allowed to be shown if not mentioned in the 
     catalogue, with full parentage shown. Incomplete forms will be refused.

7. Exhibitors must cooperate with the judge and chief steward while in the   	   	
    process of judging otherwise measures will be taken accordingly.

8. All animals must be accompanied by a passport.

9. All show horses to have been sired by a registered shire stallion.

10. The whole ground bearing surface of the foot must be covered by the   	         	
      shoe.

11. All exhibitors must carry adequate Public Liability Insurance.

12. Any person lodging an objection must deposit £50 with the Secretary 
      on the day of the show and the case will be put before the Committee,    	          	
      whose decision will be final and not actionable at law. Money will be 
      refunded only if the decision is upheld.

All horses present at the Show are required to be fully up to date with their flu 
vaccinations. Horses must have received either:

a) A full course of vaccinations within a year of the Show

OR

b) The initial course of two vaccinations, the second of which to have been 
administered no later that eight days prior to the show.

Vaccinations must have been recorded in the horses’ passports and the passports 
must be made available for inspection on entry to the Showground if requested. 
Horses found not to have the required vaccinations will not be permitted entry to 
the Show.
